Subject: Who Is Brother Bill

Hello Glenn, you asked for some sort of resume. I am used to these in the secular world that are comprised of details of education and experience. So I will try my best to assemble what you might have asked for.

I am married to the same wonderful woman for over 32 years. We have 4 grown, and one grandchild.  I am 57 years of age (but in my heart I am about 26). Our family was brought up as Catholic, steeped in tradition and ritual. I became a drug addict, motorcycle biker, drunk, womanizer and worse until the day my heart was pricked by the Holy Spirit with a message that appealed to my scientific thinking, about “the signs of the last days”. That day in April 1980 changed my life. My testimony was submitted to Judy last year. In my drug days I did receive degrees in psychology, chemistry and biology with a minor in social science and drama.

In the secular life, I am an environmental scientist managing an environmental consulting firm that the Lord owns, and my entire time is devoted to the Lord, and His work. The position in the firm has allowed for the furtherance of the Lord’s work in several ways: for support of various ministries, mission trips and teaching in India, Middle East, and Israel, planting of churches in India and establishing Christian am/fm radio stations, teaching at churches in support of ministries in the US.


I am a non-denominational, evangelical, born-again, Bible believing, Christ-centered sinner saved by Grace in April 1980. I never received formal Bible training at a school, college or seminary, but was taught by several wonderfully gifted teachers that I absorbed over the satellite television “Sky Angel”. Such as the likes of Chuck Smith, Dave Breese, J.R. Church, James Kennedy, Ray Brubaker, Charles Stanley, and David Jeremiah taught me as the Holy Spirit opened God’s Word to me.

From being saved in 1980, to the time we joined an evangelical church in 1992, during that time I had read through the Bible three times cover to cover. Another brother and I led a Bible study called “The Carpenter’s Union” and I served as a youth minister to the Jr. High school, and later to the sr. high school youth groups. Our family: Sandra, four children and I, were all baptized together in 1998 as a complete family in the Lord. 

We left the evangelical church in 2001 when they went into a marketing drive to become “seeker friendly” and away from fundamentals, to a little church that always caught my eye when passing it, Calvary Chapel Lake Villa, IL. The same year the Lord introduced me to another pastor Spark “Carl” Ball and we served together to bring the first Ray Comfort “Way Of The Master” outreach to Lake County IL. I was a Sunday school teacher to the high school youth group, and assisted in the audio/visual ministry at CCLV, and managed a coffee house ministry on weekend nights for single / separated young adults, as an alternative to people going to bars.

In 2002 I met Pastor KC Varghese who is the founder of Kerala Theological Seminary in India and he asked me to consider being on their board, and coming to the seminary in India to teach. My youngest daughter Lydia and I took our first trip to India and Israel that year. In 2003 I met Pastor Abraham Eliphaz from Calvary Chapel Ministries India who invited us to teach at his Bible school and preach in the jungle churches he had planted in Andhra Pradesh. These teaching and preaching trips continued for 5 years through 2007. During the course of these trips, in 2003, I was introduced to the Communication Minister from Andhra Pradesh, Mr. Francis Mapati, who asked us to plant am/fm Christian radio stations in India with the government’s permission. I was ordained by Pastor Abraham as a pastor in India in 2006. 

I traveled in the US and represented CCMI, teaching in churches as asked until 2008. It was brought to the attention of Paul Smith and Brian Brodersen of CCOF that Pastor Abraham was using copy righted CC logo’s, literature, etc., without CC permission, and Paul asked Pastor Abraham to remove all the CCOF material from their website and literature immediately or be dis-fellowed. We tried to persuade his children that managed the ministry to comply or not be able to remain a CC ministry. They choose not to and thought we were trying to be injures to them. So Pastor Abraham asked me to stop working with them, not call, visit or correspond with them. And we parted company.

I attended the CC Missions conference in January 2008, and six pastors that didn’t even know me, as we sat at meals or at the conference, told me they had a Word from the Lord for me. The Word was all the same: either go back to India with your wife for a long term mission trip 2-3 years, or start a ministry and plant a church. Knowing my wife would not be receptive to going to live in the jungle of India, I asked the Lord where He would have me start a ministry and plant a church. During my sleep that night, I saw a map of southern Wisconsin and northern Illinois with a circle. I phoned my wife, and she was open to the Lord’s leading, but uncertain how she will be able to minister to others since she is a quiet person, but wanting to be obedient to the Lord. I came home and the box of TMEW material that Pastor John from CCLV had given me months before drew me to it, and for the first time I opened the box sensing that that’s what the Lord led us to. The start of TMEW Illinois/ Wisconsin started at Passover 2008. 

I am not a professional clergyman, but have received gifts of Biblical counseling (not psychology) and evangelism from the Lord, and have experienced over 50 years of loving care from God in spite of many trials over the years. I have dedicated the remaining years of my life to the service of the Lord.

I have been a passion to studying God's Word and understanding as much about God as I can. I developed many skills of research, problem-solving and searching for the truth from my science days. I find that these skills have been transferred to the study of the Truth of God's Word. The Lord has taken the many life-experiences, counseling courses and ministries, and Bible-study leadership opportunities I have had, and incorporated them into a ministry of compassion and evangelism and desire to encourage the spiritual growth of my brothers and sisters in the Lord.

I can really take no credit for the developments in my life. Sometimes I went kicking and screaming through them...and I would never have picked some of them out for myself, nor would I wish them onto others. But God has a plan for each of us, and apparently this is His plan for me at this time.
